Show Sydney Bird’s video about compassion.  Have a 
discussion with students using the Learn FROM 
questions. 

Read through the Oceti Sakowin values outlined in 
the website listed below. 

Assign each of the values to pairings/groups of 
students. 

Students will make a poster that includes the value, a 
description in their own words, and an illustration. 

They will present the value to the class.   

After each presentation the students will take notes 
about the value.  They will add an example of how 
they have carried out the value in their own life. 

President Washington wrote 110 Rules of Civility.  Divide 
rules by the number of students you have. 

Students will make a google slide presentation that 
describes their assigned Rules of Civility. 

Students will present their rules to their classmates.  After 
each presentation classmates will choose one or two that 
spoke to them within their lives and write it down, including 
an example of how they have seen it within their own lives.
